If you continue
to read on, the seventy returned joyfully saying, “Lord,
even the demons are subject to us in Your name!”(Luke
10:17) We have to remember He will provide if we truly
be still and listen to Him moving our hearts. We as
Christians are stronger if we work together in the Body
of Christ.
