Message from Rev. Lea 
 

Once in a while a quote or other words of wisdom catch my 
eye enough that I save it as a point of reference for years to 
come.  This week as I was switching out my worship 
planning books I came across an article I saved from the 
Winter 2006 Asbury Herald.  The quote that stuck with me I 
memorized soon after reading it.  But I wanted the article to 
read and re-read.  The article is by Dr. Reg Johnson (a 
professor at Asbury Theological Seminary).   
 
In the article Dr. Johnson talks about the ways spiritual 
growth happens and what the evidence of that growth looks 
like.  He quotes Jean DeCaussade saying, “Everything that 
happens is either soap to cleanse me, fire to purify me, or a 
chisel to fashion in me the likeness of Christ.”  As I’ve 
reflected on these words, it occurs to me that only one of the 
above three methods is one we might choose - soap.  Fire 
sounds scary, and a chisel sounds painful.  This tells me that 
transformation is not easy, nor is it pain free.  In order to be 
truly transformed, to really grow, we must be engaged in the 
process.  When we think of events (happy, sad, traumatic, 
other) in our lives, we are called to consider when we’ve 
learned our deepest lessons.  It’s very often in those difficult 
times that we look back in hindsight and realize God was 
walking with us, carrying us, teaching us, shaping us, 
transforming us.  And maybe, just maybe we are willing to 
be participants in the process of transformation that leads us 
to a greater love and knowledge of Jesus Christ.
